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NZTA starts historic Rob Roy Hotel move

The NZ Transport Agency and its partners on the Victoria Park Tunnel alliance began shifting began the 124 year old rob roy hotl at 7;45am this morning.

The hotel was moved 1.5m by two hydraulic rams- the first stage in its 40m journey to a temporary resting site.

“It was fantastic to see the Rob Roy Hotel move one and a half metres in the middle of a construction zone in the middle of a city in the middle of morning rush hour,”” says NZTA Auckland State Highways Manager Tommy Parker.

The hotel is being gently pushed along four concrete runways covered with Teflon to make its journey easier.

The hotel is being moved so the Victoria Park Tunnel can be constructed, and it will be slid back to its original site in six months to sit above the southern portal of the tunnel.
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
